2 MEN ONLY CAKE Carrot Cake (recipe given)
3 WOMEN ONLY CAKE Chocolate & Apple Cake (recipe given)
4 DECORATED T-SHIRT Using a plain white t-shirt, decorate in any style or medium - Theme: Golden Jubilee
5 CUSHION Crewel work. 14" Square. Can be displayed with a pad.

6 CARVING FROM A CELCON BLOCK (the type you can carve easily) They come in 2 sizes 15cm (6") or 10cm (4")

7 YARN/CARD WRAPPING WITH KNITTING Size 9'/4" x 101/2". Framed as a window depicting DAWN
(sunrise not the person)

8 WOODWORK Carve a design to do with the clubs Golden Jubilee. No bigger than A4
9 PHOTOGRAPH. Spring. 7" x 5%/4" (Max size). Mounted on a card with 1" wide margin all around.

10 PAINTING: Theme - Clubs Golden Jubilee

GROUP ENTRY (1) THEMED - GOLDEN JUBILEE

1) Decorated Cake.

2) Bowl of flowers - made from self-hardening clay
3) Hand made card

4) Gift

5) Three Florentines on a plate

6) Hand made snail

7) Stain Glass 6" Circle

8) Painting

The eight items to be displayed on an "AREA" of 2ft x 2ft x 2ft (Open 2ft cube). 2ft is the base
area and you may use it any way round to suit your display. Back walls or sides at your
discretion, but you must not exceed 2ft high, wide or deep.

It will be measured by the judges. Points will be lost for oversized displays. Items must not
have been used in any previous Homecraft Competition.
